Preamble

UNKI

Sustainable palm oil production is comprised of economically viable, environmentally appropriate and socially
beneficial management and operations. This is delivered through the application of the following set of
principles and criteria accompanying indicators and guidance.
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This document is prepared based on the RSPO Principles and Criteria for Sustainable Palm Oil Production
(RSPO P&C; November 2013). This document has developed into the context of Principles and Criteria for
Thailand through the support and cooperation among relevant associations of the Thai oil palm and palm oil
industry. The process of the National Interpretation is conducted voluntarily by the working group and taken

into account the public recommendations.
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This document is not covered group certification for Thai independent smallholders. Thai oil palm
smallholders (independent smallholders and scheme smallholders) representing over 95% of total national oil
palm growers. As such smallholder refers to oil palm grower, possibly growing other crops for his livelihood,
whose family labour and income are the major sources on farm activities with the planted plot of oil palm less
than 50 ha (312.5 rai). However there are small to medium scale of oil palm growers with the planted area
between 50 and 1,000 ha (312.5 and 6,250 rai) which are also not specified the guidance in this document.
Therefore such growers should undertake the preliminary guidance for scheme smallholders and independent
smallholders, where appropriate.
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Lastly, the process of National Interpretation is conducted in Thai and translated into English version.
Therefore, in case of any difference in the meaning between the Thai text and English translation, the Thai

text shall be applied.
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In line with ISEAL best practices, this document (RSPO P&C 2013) will be completely reviewed again and
subsequently submitted for ratification by the General Assembly of RSPO by November 2018. Prior to the
revision in 2018, any changes to the standard must be through recommendation made by the appointed

RSPO working group or Taskforce and approved by the General Assembly of the RSPO

There shall be evidence that growers and millers provide adequate information on (environmental,
social and/or legal) issues relevant to Thai RSPO Criteria to relevant stakeholders for effective

participation in decision making.
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(M) Records of requests for information and responses shall be maintained.
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Specific Guidance:

For 1.1.1 Evidence should be provided that information is received in appropriate form(s) and

language(s) by relevant stakeholders. Information should include information on the RSPO

mechanisms for stakeholder involvement, including information on their rights and responsibilities.
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Guidance:

Growers and millers should have a Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) to respond constructively in a

timely manner to the information requested by the stakeholders with sufficient objective evidence.
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See Criterion 1.2 for requirements relating to publicly available documentation.
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See Criterion 6.2 on consultation.
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See Criterion 4.1 on SOPs
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Criterion 1.2

Management documents are publicly available, except where this is prevented by commercial confidentiality

or where disclosure of information would result in negative environmental or social outcomes.

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Guidance:

This concerns management documents relating to environmental, social and legal issues that are relevant to
compliance with RSPO Criteria.
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The auditors will comment on the adequacy of each of the documents listed in the public summary of the
assessment report.
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Examples of commercially confidential information include financial data such as costs and income, and
details relating to customers and/or suppliers. Data that affects personal privacy should also be confidential.
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Examples of information where disclosure could result in potential negative environmental or social outcomes
include information on sites of rare species where disclosure could increase the risk of hunting or capture for

trade, or sacred sites which a community wishes to maintain as private.
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Ongoing disputes (within or outside of a legal mechanism) can be considered as confidential information
where disclosure could result in potential negative outcomes for all parties involved. However, affected
stakeholders and those seeking resolution to conflict should have access to relevant information.
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Criteria 1.3
Growers and millers commit to ethical conduct in all business operations and transactions.
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Indicators:

1.3.1  There shall be a written policy committing to a code of ethical conduct and integrity in all operations
and transactions, which shall be documented and communicated to all levels of the workforce and

operations.
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Guidance:
All levels of the operations will include contracted third parties (e.g those involved in security).
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The policy should include as a minimum:
® A respect for fair conduct of business;
® A prohibition of all forms of corruption, bribery and fraudulent use of funds and resources;

® A proper disclosure of information in accordance with applicable regulations and accepted

industry practices.
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The policy should be set within the framework of the UN Convention Against Corruption, in particular Article
12.
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Criterion 2.1
There is compliance with all applicable local, national and ratified international laws and regulations.
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Indicators:

Maintain evidence of compliance with the relevant and significant laws and regulations such as regulations
governing land tenure and land-use rights, labour, agricultural practices (e.g., pesticide use), environment
(e.g., wildlife protection laws, pollution and environmental management laws, and forestry laws), storage,
transportation and processing practices as well as laws made pursuant to a country’s obligations under
international laws or Conventions (e.g. the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD), ILO core Conventions,

UN Guiding Principles on Business and Human Rights).
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® |n the case where there is a conflict in compliance with land law stipulated before the approval of Thai
RSPO Principles and Criteria, that piece of land can be set aside from certification.

In case where there are, or have been, disputes over the land rights, evidence of conflict resolution
or its progress (Criteria 6.3 and 6.4) which is acceptable by previous owners and occupants shall

be available.
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(M) There shall be an absence of significant land conflict, unless requirements for acceptable conflict

resolution processes (Criteria 6.3 and 6.4) are implemented and accepted by the parties involved.
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For any conflict or dispute over the land, the extent of the disputed area shall be mapped out in a
participatory way with involvement of affected parties (including neighbouring communities where
applicable).
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(M) To avoid escalation of land conflict, there shall be no evidence that palm oil operations have

instigated violence in maintaining peace and order in their current and planned operations.

This Criterion allows for sales and negotiated agreements to compensate other users for lost benefits and/or
relinquished rights. Negotiated agreements should be non-coercive and entered into voluntarily, carried out
prior to new investments or operations, and based on an open sharing of all relevant information. The
representation of communities should be transparent and in open communication with other community
members. Adequate time should be given for customary decision making and iterative negotiations allowed
for, where requested. Negotiated agreements should be binding on all parties and enforceable in the courts.

Establishing certainty in land negotiations is of long-term benefit for all parties.

Operator: A person or entity that runs a business, machine, facility etc.
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Origin of fresh fruit bunch (FFB): Source of FFB entering a mill (see Indicator 4.1.4). RSPO members
acknowledge the need for responsible operators to practise due diligence in sourcing of FFB from third
parties to reduce the risk that non-certified products are entering the certified supply chain. However it is also
recognised that there are significant challenges in tracing all such supplies back to their point of origin.
Therefore, as a minimum the mill must record the particulars of the party from which the FFB was sourced at
the mill gate.

Outgrowers: Farmers, where the sale of FFB is exclusively contracted to the grower/miller.

Outgrowers may be smallholders.
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Pesticide: Substances or mixture of substances intended for preventing, destroying, repelling or mitigating
any pest. Pesticides are categorized into four main substituent chemicals: herbicides; fungicides; insecticides
and bactericides.
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Plan : A time-bound and detailed scheme, programme, or method for achieving objective(s) and desired
outcome(s). Plans shall have clear targets with timelines for delivery, actions to be taken and a process for
monitoring progress, adapting plans to changing circumstances and reporting. Plans shall also include the
identification of named individuals or positions responsible for the delivery of the plan. There shall be
evidence that sufficient resources are available to carry out the plan and the plan is implemented in full.
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Plantation: The land containing oil palm and associated land uses such as infrastructure (e.g., roads),
riparian zones and conservation set-asides.
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Undue influence: The exertion by a third party of any kind of control such that a person signs a contract or

other agreement which, absent the influence of the third party, he would not have signed.
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Workforce : The total number of workers employed by the management unit either directly or indirectly. This
includes contract workers and consultants.
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® Migrant worker : a person who migrates from one country to another with a view to being
employed otherwise than on his own account and includes any person regularly admitted as migrant
for employment. Migrants are defined as those who cross international boundaries for the purposes
of employment, and do not include those workers who move within a country for the purposes of
employment.
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® Transmigrant worker : a person who migrates from one part of the country to another with a view

to being employed otherwise than on his own account.
